(2) The first tuition fee
The first instalment of tuition fee must be paid on or before 1% August at 4:00 p.m. Parents

may pay in cash or by cheque in person at the school office on 1 August, 2022. As the cheque
will be deposited on 2" August, please write “1%* August, 2022” on the cheque. If parents do
not pay the first instalment of tuition on or before 1** August, the school place for the new

academic year may not be retained. The tuition fee for September is as follows:

(3) Purchase of textbooks
Textbooks may be purchased from any bookstore and please pay attention to the language of
instruction of the subject when you make the purchase. For students who order textbooks
through the school, the bookstore will make arrangements according to the class allocation.

(4) School uniforms
Students can order the school uniforms from the designated companies. Should parents
